AMPHIPOLI'S DESOLATION DURING THE 1°' CE. B.C.
MYTH OR REALITY?

Abstract

Relying on a poem of Antipater the Thessalonian and some graffiti
with Thracian names on architectural members of Amphipolis scholars
such as Bakalakis and Schuler supposed that the city was destroyed by
Thracian tribes during the 1st cent. BC. Further they argued that it was
uninhabited throughout or at long intervals of the century till the beginning
of the imperial period. Contrary to this theory and despite whatever effects
the difficult conditions of the 1st century may have on the city’s life, the
most important literary and epigraphic sources that are presented in this
paper impose the conclusion that Amphipolis continued to be the most
flourishing city in East Macedonia during the 1st cent. BC.
